Summary:  LATE FILED.  On June 21, 2001, Kimberly Feeman, State Regulatory Relations Administrator, Sempra Energy, met with Trina Horner, advisor to Cmmr. Lynch, in San Francisco. Also present was Jeff Hartman, Director of Energy Markets, and Allison Smith, Senior Market Consultant, of Southern California Gas Company (SoCalGas), and Marcel Hawiger, attorney for The Utility Reform Network. Freeman stated that the proposed decision (PD) correctly recognizes that the peaking service tariff should avoid cost shifts to core customers, levelize the “playing field” between the straight-fixed variable (SFV)/demand charge based rates of Federal Energy Regulatory Commission-regulated interstate pipelines and SoCalGas’ all-volumetric rate design, and send the proper price signals. Hawiger emphasized that a peaking rate is necessary to prevent cost shifts to residential customers. Hawiger added that the multi-generator provision was still necessary. Freeman commented that the PD appears to mix and match the SoCalGas rate proposal and the Office of Ratepayer Advocates (ORA) proposal. Freeman explained that both proposals are distinct; therefore, either proposal must be adopted in its entirety. Hartman urged the Commission to adopt the SoCalGas proposal, as it is consistent with the rate design used by FERC-regulated interstate pipelines. Hartman explained that the RLS tariff has not prevented new interstate capacity from entering the market. Hartman stated further that, with the recent increase in the California border price, there is substantial interest in new pipeline capacity in California. Smith explained that the proposals of ORA and Watson Cogeneration (Watson) could result in peaking service rates at or below the default class average tariff. Smith urged the Commission to reject Watson rate proposal. Hartman asserted that claims that the peaking service tariff was negatively impacting electric generation siting in SoCalGas’ service territory are false.

Morrow stated that this is not a profit issue, but an issue of not burdening ratepayers with higher rates if large customers are permitted uneconomic, partial bypass off SoCalGas’ system. Morrow explained further that a peaking service tariff sends the proper price signals.

Also present was Dave Moore, Business Manager, and Tom Beach, consultant and expert witness, for Watson, and Alan Lippincott from BP, the majority owner of Watson, Sacramento office. Lu noted that new pipeline capacity into southern California would help to relieve the present bottleneck on the SoCalGas system at the Topock, which has contributed to the very high natural gas prices at Topock. Beach explained the beneficial impact that the new interstate pipelines built in the early 1990’s had on natural gas prices, and argued that the state again had a pressing need for new gas infrastructure. Beach reviewed Watson’s principal concerns with the proposed decision. Beach presented Watson’s position that the peaking rate should not apply to new customers. Lippincott noted the Legislature’s interest in this issue.
