Summary:  On August 9, 2001, Cynthia Marshall, Senior Vice President-Regulatory and Constituency Relations of Pacific Bell Telephone Company (PacBell), had a telephone conversation with Cmmr. Wood. Also participated Stephanie Krapf, Attorney of Pacific Telesis Group, Yvette Hogue, Executive Director-Regulatory Matters, and Renee Stiles, General Manager – Regulatory Proceedings, for PacBell. Written material (attached to the notice) was used. PacBell representatives stated that the Final Arbitrators Report (FAR) improperly rules in favor of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC (MCIm).  PacBell representatives stated that the FAR incorrectly adopts MCIm’s proposed Directory Assistance Listings rates. PacBell stated that those rates are below PacBell’s costs for providing those listings. PacBell further stated that the FAR incorrectly orders PacBell to provide OS & DA as unbundled network elements. Referring to dark fiber prices, PacBell asserted that the FAR erroneously excludes investment costs. PacBell also argued that the FAR erroneously finds that MCIm may resell PacBell’s wholesale products and services to other wholesale customers.
