Draft Resolution EGPB-7 approves the Final Report on the Audit of the Alamitos Generating Station, performed by the Electric Generation Performance Branch of the Consumer Protection and Safety Division (CPSD-EGPB), and authorizes public disclosure of the Final Audit Report.  The Final Audit Report (Appendix A to EGPB-7) will be attached to the public version of the Final Resolution.
