ORDER EXTENDING STATUTORY DEADLINE

Summary

Public Utilities (Pub. Util.) Code Section 1701.2(d) provides that adjudicatory cases shall be resolved within 12 months of the date that they are initiated unless the Commission makes findings as to why that deadline cannot be met and issues an order extending that deadline.  This matter has been categorized as adjudicatory and the 12-month deadline for resolving this proceeding is December 7, 2010.

Although a proposed decision has been prepared and is expected to mail within the next two weeks, it is possible that one of the parties may file an appeal of the decision within the 30-day period provided for such appeals in 
Rule 14.4(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (Rule) or that a Commissioner will file a request for review of the decision within the 30-day period provided for such requests in Rule 14.4(b).  Because of these circumstances, we have concluded that it is appropriate to extend the 12-month deadline in this case for an additional 12 months until December 7, 2011.

Waiver of Comment Period
Under Rule 14.6(c)(4) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission may reduce or waive the period for public review and comment of proposed decisions extending the deadline for resolving adjudicatory proceedings.  Accordingly, pursuant to this rule, the otherwise applicable period for public review comment is waived.

Assignment of Proceeding

Timothy Alan Simon is the assigned Commissioner and Karl J. Bemesderfer is the assigned Administrative Law Judge and presiding officer in this proceeding.

Findings of Fact

1. This proceeding was initiated on December 7, 2009.

2. Based upon the statutory deadline, this proceeding must be resolved within12 months of initiation unless this date is extended.

3. An extension of the 12-month deadline is necessary in order to provide the parties time to decide whether to file an appeal of the decision with the 30-day period provided for such appeals in Rule 14.4(a), and allow any Commissioner to decide whether to request review of the decision within the 30-day period provided for such requests in Rule 14.4(b).

Conclusions of Law

1. The 12-month statutory deadline imposed by Pub. Util. Code § 1701.2(d) should be further extended until December 7, 2011.

2. This order should be effective immediately.

IT IS ORDERED that the 12-month statutory deadline in this proceeding is extended until December 7, 2011.
This order is effective immediately.
