Pursuant to Decision 04-08-052, a surcharge of $0.0058 per Ccf is to be added to the Quantity Rate for a 12-month period, beginning with the effective date of Advice Letter 1183-W, which is January 9, 2005, to recover the difference between the interim rates and actual rates for the period of January 1, 2004 through September 2, 2004.
	

	6. Pursuant to Decision 05-07-045, to recover the balance as of January 31, 2005 in the Water Quality (N) Litigation Memorandum Account, a surcharge of $0.12 per Ccf is to be added to the quantity rate for 20 years.  The surcharge amount will be recalculated once in every rate cycle, or more frequently if in any year the receipt of Water Availability Fee (WAF) monies will permit a reduction of $0.50 or more in the monthly bill under Tariff Schedule AC-2.
