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ORDER CORRECTING ERROR
On January 26, 2006 (mail date February 3, 2006), the Commission issued Decision (D.) 06-01-047, which modified and denied rehearing of D.04-05-017 and D.04-05-018.  In Ordering Paragraph number 7 of D.06-01-047, on page 56, the decision modifies General Order 167, section 13.3.4., Contest of Assessed Fine.  The decision inadvertently states that a Generating Asset Owner must file a contest within “300 days” of the assessment, rather than “30 days.”  Therefore, pursuant to the authority granted in Resolution A-4661, this order shall correct that error.

IT IS ORDERED that Ordering Paragraph number 7 of D.06-01-047 is modified as follows:  In the fourth line of the indented language, which is captioned “section 13.3.4. Contest of Assessed Fine,” replace “300 days” with “30 days.”
This order is effective today.
