ORDER CORRECTING ERROR IN DECISION 07-12-055
On December 26, 2007, California Water Service Company (Cal Water) informed the Commission that there were obvious errors in two tariff sheets included in Attachment 3 to Decision (D.) 07-12-055.  These errors are for reclaimed water rates in the Westlake district and affect all customer classes in the district.  Attached to Cal Water’s filing are corrected tables for Attachment 3, Westlake District, Appendix B, pages 1 and 3.  These corrected tables are necessary for consistency with Finding of Fact 14 in the proposed decision mailed on September 18, 2007 and Finding of Fact 14 in the final decision, D.07‑12-055, issued on December 21, 2007.  

On December 27, 2007, North Ranch Country Club, an interested party and a reclaimed water customer in the Westlake district, served an electronic message on all parties stating it had reviewed Cal Water’s corrected pages and supported Cal Water’s request.

Pursuant to Resolution A-4661, dated March 9, 1977, the Executive Director is authorized to sign, “…on behalf of the Commission, orders involving the correction of typographical and clerical errors, and other obvious, inadvertent errors and omissions in the decisions and orders of the Commission.”  Further, “Each such corrective order, when signed and filed by the Executive Director, shall be deemed to be the order of the Commission.”

Pursuant to Resolution A-4661, IT IS ORDERED, that:

Appendix B, pages 1 and 3 for the Westlake District, at Attachment 3 of D.07-12-055 should be changed to reflect the attached two pages to this order.

This change at page 3 (Schedule WK-6) reflects the decision’s finding that Westlake district’s present reclaimed water rates, both service charge and volumetric rate, should be maintained and at page 1 (Schedule WK-1) makes a necessary correction to general metered service to reflect the proper allocation of revenue requirement based on this finding.
