Resolution T-17374.   Reinstatement of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity Held by Great America Networks, Inc.  (U-6649-C).

SUMMARY

This Executive Director Resolution reinstates the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) held by Great America Networks, Inc. (U-6649-C).  

BACKGROUND

Great America Networks, Inc. was originally licensed as a non-dominant interexchange carrier (NDIEC) by D.02-04-023, and subsequently obtained a certificate of public convenience and necessity (CPCN) as a competitive local exchange carrier (CLEC) in D.03-06-054 when it later filed a formal application. According to our records, the company is in compliance with the Commission’s requirements covering reporting and remittance of Utility Reimbursement Account Fee and Public Purpose Program Surcharges.  However, Great America Networks, Inc.’s operating authority was inadvertently revoked in Resolution T-17359, adopted April 19, 2012, for non-compliance with the performance bond filing requirement required of NDI registrants.  The company is exempt from the bond requirement because it now is a CPCN holder.  Communications Division staff was not aware of this mistake until after Resolution T-17359 was adopted.

DISCUSSION

The Communications Division recommends that the CPCN of Great America Networks, Inc. be reinstated consistent with Rule 16.5 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Great America Networks, Inc. was subsequently determined to be fully compliant with the Commission’s reporting and remittance requirements.  Accordingly, Resolution T-17359’s revocation of its operating authority is in error.

Findings

1. Great America Networks, Inc. which was originally licensed as a non-dominant interexchange carrier (NDIEC) by D.02-04-023 was subsequently granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity as a competitive local exchange carrier in D.03-06-054, dated June 19, 2003.

2. Great America Networks, Inc. is exempt from the performance bond requirement imposed on NDIECs since it is a CPCN holder.

3. Resolution T-17359, adopted on April 19, 2012, mistakenly revoked the company’s operating authority for failure to submit the Performance Bond in a timely manner.

4. The Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity should be reinstated.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:

1. Great America Networks, Inc.’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity is reinstated.

2. Utility Identification Number U-6649-C is reissued to the company.
