RESOLUTION T-16453.  PACIFIC BELL (U-1001-C).  REQUEST AUTHORITY TO REVISE TARIFF SCHEDULE CAL. P.U.C. NO. 175-T ACCESS SERVICE TO WITHDRAW HIGH TOLL FRAUD REFERRAL SERVICE FOR WHICH THERE HAVE BEEN NO REQUESTS FOR THE SERVICE.

SUMMARY
This Executive Director Action Resolution authorizes Pacific Bell (Pacific) to revise tariff schedule CAL. P.U.C. No. 175-T Access Service to withdraw High Toll Fraud Referral (HTFR) service for which there have been no requests for the service.

BACKGROUND

HTFR is an access service which Pacific offers to those certificate carriers for which it provides billing service.  HTFR allows Pacific to provide the customer (carrier) with certain end user account information where the customer has detected usage patterns consistent with fraudulent use of the network.

By Advice Letter (AL) No. 21296, filed on July 31, 2000, Pacific requests authority to revise tariff schedule CAL. P.U.C. No. 175-T Access Service to withdraw HTFR Service. 

On August 15, 2000, Pacific filed AL No. 21296A to provide additional information stating that there have been no requests for the service and the technology to provide the service is now obsolete.

Pacific requests this filing to become effective September 9, 2000.

NOTICE/PROTEST

AL No. 21296 was filed on July 31, 2000 and was published in the Commission Daily Calendar of August 4, 2000.  AL No. 21296A was filed on August 15, 2000 and appeared on the August 18, 2000 Daily Calendar.  Pacific states that copies of AL Nos. 21296, 21296A and the related tariff sheets were mailed to competing and adjacent Utilities and/or other Utilities, and interested parties, as requested.  No protest to AL Nos. 21296 and 21296A has been received.  

DISCUSSION
Telecommunications Division (TD) has reviewed Pacific AL Nos. 21296 and 21296A.  TD concludes that Pacific’s request for authority to revise tariff schedule CAL. P.U.C. No. 175-T Access Service to withdraw HTFR service is reasonable.

Resolution No. T-9597, dated March 22, 1977, authorizes the Executive Director to grant requests for the withdrawal of communications utility services for which there are no customers and no requests for the services.

Since there have been no requests for this HTFR service, TD recommends that the Commission approve this filing.

Commission approval is based on the specifics of the Advice Letter and does not establish a precedent for the contents of future filings or for Commission approval of similar requests. 

FINDINGS

1. Pacific requests authority to revise tariff schedule CAL. P.U.C. No. 175-T Access Service  to withdraw HTFR Service for which there have been no requests for the service.

2. Pursuant to the authority granted the Executive Director in Resolution No. T-9597, Pacific’s request to withdraw HTFR service is just and reasonable and should be granted. 

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:

1. Pacific is granted authority to revise tariff schedule CAL. P.U.C. No. 175-T Access Service  contained in AL No. 21296 to withdraw HTFR service effective September 9, 2000.

2. AL Nos. 21296 and 21296A of Pacific and accompanying tariff sheets shall be marked to show that they were authorized by California Public Utilities Commission Resolution No. T-16453 and its effective date.

3. This Resolution is effective today.
