RESOLUTION T-16175. LCF,INC.(U-5315-C).  REVOCATION OF CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY.

SUMMARY
This Resolution revokes the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity of LCF, Inc., as requested by the company. 


BACKGROUND
La Conexion Familiar, Inc. filed for its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) as a nondominant interexchange carrier in Application 90-05-012.  Authority was granted in Decision (D.) 90-06-064.  The company was subsequently purchased by LCF, Inc., a subsidiary of Sprint Communications, Inc. (Sprint), as authorized by D.93-05-033.  LCF, Inc. filed its tariff on May 28, 1993, and the tariff became effective on June 1, 1993.

Sprint informed the Commission, by letter dated July 14, 1994, that it intended to close down LCF, Inc. and requested revocation of the latter’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN).  Before the Commission complied with this request, the employees of LCF, Inc. filed a complaint with the National Labor Relations Board claiming that Sprint made this decision at least partly because it was anti-union.  Finally, in November 1997, the U.S. Court of Appeals ruled that there was insufficient evidence against Sprint to substantiate the employees’ claim, and the case was dismissed.  On January 20, 1998, Sprint again requested by letter that LCF, Inc.’s CPCN be revoked.  

As of January 20, 1998, LCF, Inc. had no customers; therefore, no customers will be inconvenienced by the revocation. 

DISCUSSION
The company sent a letter to the Commission on January 20, 1998, in which it requested that its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity be revoked.  Sprint also sent documentation to support the fact that no further action in the above-referenced proceeding is pending against Sprint which would prevent the Commission from complying with the request to revoke LCF, Inc.’s CPCN.

There is no other reason to deny this request since there are numerous competitors to the company in the long distance market and no customers will be inconvenienced by the revocation.

Telecommunications Division recommends that the request for revocation be granted and that the Utility Identification Number be cancelled.  

FINDINGS

1.  LCF, Inc. obtained its Certificate of Public Convenience and

 Necessity (CPCN) in Decision 90-06-064.

2.  The company requested that its CPCN be cancelled in a

 letter to the Commission dated January 20, 1998.

3.  LCF, Inc.’s owner, Sprint Communications Company, LLP, has provided documentation that there is no pending action against it or LCF, Inc. in the National Labor Relations Board action against the company.

4.  The company’s CPCN should be revoked and its Utility Identification Number should be cancelled.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:
 1.  The Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity formerly granted to LCF, Inc. is revoked.

The company’s Utility Identification Number (U-5315-C) is cancelled and will not be reissued.
