Resolution E-4045.  Corrects error in Resolution E-4020.  (Pacific Gas & Electric (PG&E), Southern California Edison (SCE), and San Diego Gas & Electric (SDG&E) are authorized to implement the Capacity Bidding Program (CBP) to replace the California Power Authority Demand Reserves Partnership.)
