R E S O L U T I O N
RESOLUTION T-16422.  HAPPY VALLEY TELEPHONE COMPANY         (U-1010-C)  REQUESTS AUTHORITY TO WITHDRAW FOUR-PARTY AND SUBURBAN TEN-PARTY RESIDENCE SERVICE OFFERINGS FOR WHICH THERE ARE NO EXISTING CUSTOMERS.

SUMMARY
This Executive Director Action Resolution authorizes Happy Valley Telephone Company’s (Happy Valley) request in Advice Letter (AL) No. 210 to withdraw four-party and suburban ten-party residence service offerings for which there are no existing customers.

BACKGROUND
By AL No. 210, filed on April 14, 2000, Happy Valley requests authority to remove from its Tariff, and discontinue providing, four-party and suburban ten-party residence services.  Currently, there are no existing customers and there are no requests for these services.  Party line telephone service, which is becoming less common, is offered in two-party, four-party and multi-party versions to share the same loop circuit.

NOTICE/PROTESTS
Happy Valley indicates that a copy of AL No. 210 and related tariff sheets were sent to competing and adjacent utilities and/or other utilities.  Notice of AL No. 210 was published in the Commission Daily Calendar of April 19, 2000.  No protests to this AL have been received.

DISCUSSION
Upon review of Happy Valley’s AL No. 210, the Telecommunications Division (TD) concludes that the company’s request to withdraw four-party and suburban ten-party residence service offerings is appropriate and reasonable.

Pursuant to Resolution No. T-9597, dated March 22, 1977, the Executive Director is authorized to grant requests for the withdrawal of communications utility services for which there are no customers, or requests for the services.  Therefore, TD recommends that Happy Valley’s proposal in AL No. 210 be granted.  Approval should be based on the specifics that this AL filing does not establish a precedent for the contents of future filings for Commission approval of similar request.

FINDINGS

1. Happy Valley, in AL No. 210, requests authority to withdraw four-party and suburban ten-party residence services for which there are no existing customers and there are no requests for these services.

2. TD finds that Happy Valley’s request in AL No. 210 is appropriate and reasonable.

3. Pursuant to the authority granted the Executive Director in Resolution No. T-9597, Happy Valley’s request in AL No. 210 should be authorized. 

4. Approval should be based on the specifics of this AL filing and does not establish a precedent for the contents of future filings for Commission approval of similar requests.
THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:
1. Happy Valley is granted authority to withdraw four-party and suburban ten-party residence services.

2. Happy Valley’s AL No. 210 and accompanying tariff sheets shall be marked to show that they were authorized by the California Public Utilities Commission Resolution No. T-16422 and its effective date.

3. Approval of AL No. 210 is based on the specifics of this AL filing and does not establish a precedent for the contents of future filings for Commission approval of similar requests.
This Resolution is effective today.
