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PUC CONSIDERS ADDING ITEM TO NOVEMBER 8 AGENDA

The California Public Utilities Commission (PUC) will consider at its November 8, 2001, meeting whether to add proposed Item 7 to the agenda for discussion in public session.

Item 7 considers the appeal of Bidwell Water Company to re-categorize this matter as an adjudicatory proceeding rather than a rate-setting proceeding.

This notice is issued under authority of Government Code §11125.3(a)(2), which empowers the Commission to add late items to its public agenda "upon a determination by a two-thirds vote… or, if less than two-thirds of the members are present, a unanimous vote of those members present, that there exists a need to take immediate action and that the need for action came to the attention of the state body subsequent to the agenda being posted," and with 48 hours notice to the public.  In this instance, the Commission is required by statute to address the category appeal within 30 days of its filing, which requires consideration of the draft decision at its November 8th meeting. 
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
