PUC CONSIDERS ADDING ITEM TO April 22 MEETING

The California Public Utilities Commission (PUC) will consider at its April 22, 2002 meeting whether to add proposed item Leg-15 to the agenda for discussion in public session.

Leg-15 concerns amendments to AB 2754 (Assemblyman Joe Nation), relating to the PUC’s imposition of fines and penalties.  


Assemblyman Nation’s amendments were made yesterday, April 18, 2002, and will be heard April 22, 2002, at 1:30 p.m. in the Assembly Utilities and Commerce Committee.  The amendments substitute legislative findings for a codified notice and hearing requirement scheme.  The PUC voted 5-0 at its April 4, 2002 meeting to oppose AB 2754 as written.  The current item (Leg-15) would address what the Commission’s position, if any, should be with respect to the amendments.

This notice is issued under authority of Government Code §11125.3(a)(2), which empowers the Commission to add late items to its public agenda "upon a determination by a two-thirds vote… or, if less than two-thirds of the members are present, a unanimous vote of those members present, that there exists a need to take immediate action and that the need for action came to the attention of the state body subsequent to the agenda being posted," and with 48 hours notice to the public.
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
