PUC CONSIDERS ADDING ITEM TO May 2 MEETING

The California Public Utilities Commission (PUC) will consider at its May 2, 2002 meeting whether to add to its executive session agenda item FEX-4 to discuss a settlement agreement that Pacific Gas & Electric Company (PG&E) filed at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) on April 19, 2002 (FERC Docket No. ER02-11-000).  The settlement agreement resolves litigation over PG&E’s Reliability Must-Run (RMR) rates for PG&E retained generation units that the Independent System Operator (ISO) designated for RMR service in 2002.
The PUC did not learn that PG&E had made the filing until after the agenda for the May 2, 2002 meeting had issued.  Comments on settlements are due to the FERC “not later than 20 days after the filing of the offer of settlement,” making the PUC’s comments due at the FERC on May 9, 2002.  

This notice is issued under authority of Government Code §11125.3(a)(2), which empowers the Commission to add late items to its public agenda “upon a determination by a two-thirds vote… or, if less than two-thirds of the members are present, a unanimous vote of those members present, that there exists a need to take immediate action and that the need for action came to the attention of the state body subsequent to the agenda being posted,” and with 48 hours notice to the public.
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
