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PUC to hold hearing on Cal-Am request to provide wastewater service in monterey county

The California Public Utilities Commission (PUC) has scheduled a Public Participation Hearing to receive public input on California American Water Company’s request to acquire the wastewater assets and to serve Monterey County’s three wastewater systems:  Las Palmas Ranch, Laguna Seca Ranch and the Carmel Valley County Sanitation District, as follows: 

Tuesday, October 1, 2002 at 7 p.m. – Spreckels Union School District Auditorium, 4th Street and Hatton Avenue, Spreckels.
Cal-Am proposes to combine the three districts into one and place them all on the same rate schedule, which will lower rates for 95 percent of the customers.  

On average, Laguna Seca will see a $38.37 decrease compared to a new rate of $89.62, which the County proposes if it continues to provide service.   

Las Palmas will see a $36.72 decrease compared to the County’s proposal of $87.97. 

Carmel has three areas. Its Valley area will see a $52.19 decrease, compared to the County’s proposed $103.44, the Village Greens area will see a $30.00 decrease from the County’s proposed $73.05, and the White Oaks area will see a $16.63 decrease, compared to the County’s proposed $49.63.
