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PUC approves fare increase for blue and gold

The California Public Utilities Commission (PUC) has approved Blue and Gold Fleet’s request to increase fares up to $1.25 per one-way service for trips from San Francisco to Sausalito, effective no sooner than five days after tariffs have been filed with the PUC.

The company estimates the increase will provide a profit of $104,986.  Last year, the company earned a profit of $55,440, compared to $1.7 million in revenues that included a temporary increase to offset fuel costs.  That temporary increase expires on the date the new rates become effective.   

On September 5, 2002, the PUC gave approval for Blue and Gold to increase fares for its services between Tiburon and San Francisco, Angel Island and San Francisco, and Alameda/Oakland and San Francisco. 
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
