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PUC CONSIDERS ADDING ITEM TO december 30 MEETING

The California Public Utilities Commission (PUC) will consider adding an item to its December 30 meeting Agenda to consider addressing San Diego Gas and Electric Company’s (SDG&E) emergency motion asking the Commission to reconsider certain aspects of its procurement decision (D. 02-10-062) by the end of the year. 

On December 23, SDG&E filed a motion to suspend Standard of Conduct #7 in the Commission’s procurement decision, which states:  In order to exercise effective regulatory oversight of the behavior discussed above, all parties to a procurement contract must agree to give the commission and its staff reasonable access to information within seven working days, unless otherwise practical, regarding compliance with these standards.  In a previous decision (D.02-12-074), the Commission clarified that it would seek information demonstrating compliance with the approved standards at the time of contract execution.

This notice is issued pursuant to Government Code § 11125.3(a)(2), which empowers the Commission to add late items to its public agenda: where “there exists a need to take immediate action and [] the need for immediate action came to the attention of the state body subsequent to the agenda being posted . . .”
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
