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PUC Fines Marin Door To Door
For Operating During Suspension Of Permit

 

SAN FRANCISCO, April 8, 2004 -- The California Public Utilities Commission’s (PUC) Consumer Protection and Safety Division has fined passenger carrier Marin Door to Door, Inc. after an investigation of its operations and practices disclosed numerous violations of the Public Utilities Code and Commission rules and regulations.  

An administrative citation was issued to Beysim O. Yakuboff, president of Marin Door To Door, alleging that the corporation: 

· Operated for approximately one-month while its passenger stage corporation certificate and charter party carrier permit was suspended for failure to maintain evidence of adequate public liability and property damage insurance;
· Operated for approximately one-month period without public liability and property damage insurance coverage;

· Failed to maintain waybills showing specific information as required for chartered transportation.
