PUC Sets Public Meeting On SoCal Gas Playa Del Rey And Marina Del Rey Draft Environmental Impact Report
SAN FRANCISCO, June 10, 2004 – The California Public Utilities Commission (PUC) today announced a California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Public Meeting to present the Playa del Rey and Marina del Rey Divestiture Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR).

The purpose of this meeting is to provide a general overview and answer the public’s question regarding the DEIR for considering Southern California Gas Company’s request to Value and Sell Surplus Property at Playa del Rey and Marina del Rey.  This proposed project consists of the sale of 36 lots located within Marina del Rey and Playa del Rey and the foreseeable future development that would result from the proposed sale, which includes the construction and occupancy of residential housing units as well as commercial uses. 

Staff of the PUC and its environmental consultants will present an overview of the project and DEIR findings and will answer questions from the public.  The PUC Commissioner assigned to this proceeding, Loretta Lynch, may also attend.
