ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

PRESCRIBING THE PROCESS FOR SUBMISSION OF

NUMBER UTILIZATION DATA

AND THE REQUEST TO 

SHORTEN TIME FOR REPLIES TO "EMERGENCY MOTION"

I. Process for Submission of Number Utilization Data

Decision (D.) 00-07-052 directed carriers to provide the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) Telecommunications Division (TD) copies of the utilization data reported to the North American Numbering Plan Administrator pursuant to the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) Order issued March 31, 2000 in its Number Resource Optimization (NRO) Docket.  This ruling is issued to provide further clarification and guidance concerning the manner in which carriers are to provide the utilization data to the TD staff.  

Carriers are to submit the utilization data to the CPUC in the form of a CD or disk copy, mailed to the attention of Risa Hernandez, Telecommunications Division.  Carriers are not to transmit the data to the CPUC by e-mail.   The FCC Order has recently deferred the deadline for carriers' submission of the utilization data to the NANPA from August 1 to September 15, 2000.  Carriers are likewise directed to submit the CD or disk copy of the utilization data to the TD staff by September 15, 2000, concurrently with the deadline set by the FCC.  

II. Request for Shortening of Time to Reply to "Emergency Motion"

On August 2, 2000, the Cellular Carriers Association of California (CCAC) filed what it described as an "Emergency Motion" seeking an order "to cease rationing NXX codes and implement relief of the 310 Area Code and request for expedited relief."  Because CCAC seeks expedited action on its motion, it has requested that the CPUC shorten the time for replies to its motion to 10 days. 

No party has presented us with facts that indicate there is an “emergency” in the 310 NPA.  Current conditions in the 310 area code are the same “emergency” conditions that parties have alleged to prevail there for over a year.  They are the same conditions that existed in May when certain parties first requested area code relief from the FCC in the 310 NPA, among 11 others.  With that in mind, and in the interest of allowing all parties adequate time to reply, the request to shorten time is denied.

IT IS RULED that:

1. Carriers are to submit a copy of the number utilization data ordered pursuant to the Federal Communications Commission's (FCC) March 31 Number Resource Optimization Order to the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) in the form of a CD or disk copy, mailed to the attention of Risa Hernandez, Telecommunications Division, California Public Utilities Commission, State Office Building, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco, California 94102.

2. Carriers are not to transmit the data to the CPUC by e-mail.

3. Carriers shall submit the utilization data to the Telecommunications Division by September 15, 2000, concurrently with the deadline set by the FCC.  

4. The Cellular Carriers Association of California’s "Emergency Motion" to shorten time to reply to the motion is denied.
