ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

Revised Schedule

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the evidentiary hearing set for March 29, 2000 is reset to April 25, 2000 at 10:30 a.m. in the Commission Courtroom, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco California.  On subsequent days, subject to further order, hearings will normally commence at 9:00 a.m.

Shortly after a January 28, 2000 ruling revising the procedural schedule was issued, San Diego Gas & Electric Company (SDG&E) telephoned the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) with a proposal to further revise the schedule to resolve a scheduling conflict.  SDG&E then contacted the known active parties and secured each such party’s agreement to reschedule the start of hearings to April 25, 2000.  Upon notification by SDG&E on February 11, 2000, the ALJ approved this agreement.  SDG&E notified parties of this approval by electronic mail (e-mail) dated February 14, 2000.

On February 14, 2000, the Utility Reform Network (TURN) telephoned the ALJ with a request for further adjustments to the schedule for service of testimony.  The request was made in light of the revised hearing schedule noted above.  On February 15, 2000, TURN sent an e-mail to parties proposing that the date for testimony pursuant to Decision (D.) 99-12-046 be changed to March 14, 2000, and that the date for rebuttal testimony be changed to April 11, 2000.  TURN sent follow-up e-mails to parties on February 17, 22, and 24 to address concerns raised by parties.  In its latest communications of February 24, TURN indicated that to the best of its knowledge these concerns have been resolved.

There are no known objections to the schedule revisions that have been proposed.  For good cause shown, these revisions will be adopted as set forth in the following table.  Corresponding revisions to the briefing and decision dates will also be made.

For the Revenue Cycle Services proceeding, the schedule anticipates that resolution of this proceeding will exceed the 18-month target in Senate Bill 960 by approximately three months.  It anticipates that the Direct Access Services Fees proceeding will be generally resolved within the 18-month period.
  The extent to which the target is not met is due to the consolidation of applications that were filed three months apart, the November 22, 1999 ruling’s provision for supplemental revenue requirement testimony, the addition of issues to this consolidated proceeding as ordered by D.99-12-046, and the parties’ scheduling constraints.
