ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING SETTING
NEW DATES FOR BRIEFING AND
ADOPTING TRANSCRIPT CORRECTIONS

Background

By this application, Pacific Gas and Electric Company seeks a certificate of public convenience and necessity to construct additional transmission and distribution capacity to meet electricity demand in the cities of Dublin, Livermore, Pleasanton, and San Ramon, and unincorporated areas of Alameda and Contra Costa Counties.  This project is referred to as the Tri Valley 2002 Capacity Increase Project.

Briefing Schedule

At the close of hearings, I set a schedule for submission of opening and reply briefs.  The Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) is expected to be released between April 18 and 20.  The FEIR will be marked as Exhibit 1003 (Volume 1) and 1004 (Appendix Volume) and will be received into evidence as of April 20, 2001.  Because much of this case involves routing issues, it will be most efficient if parties are able to reflect on the results of the FEIR in opening briefs, rather than conducting a round of supplemental briefing.  For these reasons, I have decided to reschedule the due dates for opening and reply briefs.  Closing argument before Assigned Commissioner Bilas and myself will not be rescheduled.  Opening briefs will now be due May 2, 2001, with reply briefs due May 18, 2001.

Transcript Corrections

Also on the last day of hearings I provided parties with the opportunity to prepare proposed transcript corrections.  The following parties submitted transcript corrections to me:  California Independent System Operator, Centex Homes, City of Livermore, Catherine Foley, Coleman Foley, Inc., Foley Ranches, and Coleman Foley, Kottinger Ranch Homeowners Association and the City of Pleasanton (jointly, Pleasanton Parties), and Office of Ratepayer Advocates.  The Pleasanton Parties also submitted an amended correction letter.  The proposed transcript corrections are attached to this ruling as Appendix A.  I have reviewed the proposed changes and agree that they should be adopted.

Therefore, IT IS RULED that:

1. Closing Argument shall occur on May 1, 2001 at 1:30 p.m. in the Commission Courtroom, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco, CA 94102.

2. Opening briefs shall be filed and served on May 2, 2001.

3. Reply briefs shall be filed and served on May 18, 2001.

4. The transcript corrections described in Appendix A are adopted.
