ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING
CONTINUING EVIDENTIARY HEARING

By motion date filed January 7, 2000, The Utility Consumers’ Action Network (UCAN) requests a continuance in the evidentiary hearing schedule from January 19 to March 7, 2000 so that pending discovery disputes may be resolved.  UCAN filed a motion to compel discovery on January 5.

Therefore, UCAN shall arrange a telephone conference call with defendant’s counsel and me the week of January 18, 2000 for the purpose of scheduling an evidentiary hearing date convenient for both parties.

Therefore, IT IS RULED that the evidentiary hearing in this proceeding is continued as set forth above.
