JOINT ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGES’ RULING TRANSFERING

 SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON COMPANY’S (EDISON)

JULY 28, 2000 PETITION TO MODIFY DECISION (D.) 96-12-028 FROM

INVESTIGATION (I.) 89-07-004 TO RULEMAKING (R.) 99-11-022

This ruling does not consolidate these two proceedings.  We issue this joint ruling to transfer a recently filed petition for modification from I.89-07-004 to R.99-11-022.

On July 28, 2000, Edison filed and served a Petition to Modify D.96‑12‑028, which decision adopted a transition Short Run Avoided Cost (SRAC) formula pursuant to Pub. Util. Code § 390(b).  This decision was issued in I.89‑07‑004.

Since the Commission issued D.96-12-028, it initiated R.99-11-022.  This proceeding is addressing issues surrounding a PX-based SRAC formula in order to implement Pub. Util. Code § 390.  Edison has served the service lists of both I.89-07-004 and R.99-11-022 with a copy of its Petition to Modify.

Issues surrounding the SRAC formula, both during and beyond the transition period, are best addressed in the R.99‑11‑022 docket.  Therefore, we issue this ruling to transfer Edison’s Petition to Modify to R.99‑11‑022 as follows.

Within ten days of the date of this ruling, Edison should tender an original of its July 28 Petition to Modify D.96-12-028 to the Commission for filing in R.99‑11‑022.  The Petition should be identical to its Petition to Modify filed on July 28 in all respects (including date), except that it should bear the R.99‑11‑022 docket number instead of the I.89-07-004 docket number.  Assuming the petition complies with this ruling, the Commission’s Docket Office should file this Petition in R.99‑11‑022 as of July 28, 2000.  Because Edison has served both service lists, it is unnecessary for Edison to reserve the petition.

Responses to Edison’s Petition to Modify are due 30 days after July 28, or no later than Monday, August 28, 2000.  (See Rule 47(f) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.)  Parties filing responses should file them in R.99-11-022 with only that caption, but should serve the responses on all parties who were served with the petition.  (See Rule 47(f).)  However, any person wishing to participate further on the Petition to Modify who is not on the service list for R.99-11-022 should contact Administrative Law Judge Cooke to be placed on that service list as appropriate.  Any further action taken on Edison’s Petition to Modify will be handled in R.99-11-022.

IT IS RULED that:

1. Within ten days of the date of this ruling, Edison should tender an original of its July 28 Petition to Modify D.96-12-028 to the Commission’s Docket Office for filing in R.99-11-022.  The Petition should be identical to its Petition to Modify filed on July 28 in all respects (including date), except that it should bear the R.99-11-022 docket number instead of the I.89-07-004 docket number.  Assuming the petition complies with this ruling, the Commission’s Docket Office should file this Petition in R.99-11-022 as of July 28, 2000.  Because Edison has served both service lists, it is unnecessary for Edison to reserve the petition.

2. Responses to Edison’s Petition to Modify are due 30 days after July 28, or no later than Monday, August 28, 2000.

3. Parties filing responses to Edison’s Petition to Modify should file them in R.99-11-022 with only that caption, but should serve the responses on all parties who were served with the petition (i.e., both the service lists of R.99-11-022 and I.89-07-004).

4. Any person wishing to participate further on the Petition to Modify who is not on the service list for R.99-11-022 should contact Administrative Law Judge Cooke to be placed on that service list as appropriate.

5. Any further action taken on Edison’s Petition to Modify will be handled in R.99-11-022.

6. I.89-07-004 and R.99-11-022 are NOT consolidated for any purpose.
