ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

This complaint was filed by several property owners exactly 10 years ago, on April 26, 1990, contending, among other things, that the defendant Napa Valley Wine Train, Inc. had unlawfully blocked private rail crossings owned by the complainants. 

A decision and many rulings have been issued in this proceeding, most of them concerned with a number of settlement conferences that have been held.  Recent correspondence among the parties and the previously assigned administrative law judge has tended to indicate that most, and perhaps all, of the issues remaining have been resolved.

The Commission is taking steps to close our old or inactive proceedings that do not comply with the time limit restrictions adopted by Senate Bill 960 (Ch. 856, Stats. 1996.), even where those proceedings are not technically within the scope of Senate Bill 960.  It is the purpose of this ruling to solicit party comments as to whether there is any compelling need to keep Case 90-04-049 as an active and open docket.  Unless there is such compelling need demonstrated, I will recommend to the Commission this proceeding be closed.  In the event the parties believe there is some need to keep this proceeding open, it is imperative that the specific reasons for such request be identified.  If such a need is demonstrated, it would then be my intention to take all steps necessary to resolve any remaining issues as expeditiously as possible.  It would undoubtedly be in the parties’ interests to resolve any such remaining issues among themselves.

IT IS RULED that on or before May 17, 2000, parties may file comments indicating in detail any significant reasons they believe exist to keep this proceeding open and active.
