ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

REGARDING CODE UTILIZATION STUDY PARAMETERS

An Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Ruling dated January 18, 2000, adopted a schedule for the submission of code utilization data for Numbering Plan Areas (NPAs) throughout California.  The first installment of utilization data is due on June 1, 2000.  

This ruling provides the sample spreadsheet for use by carriers in submitting data for the code utilization studies for the eight NPAs to be due on June 1, 2000.  Attached hereto is an example of the code utilization study spreadsheet to be completed by carriers.  Carriers should submit data to both CPUC and to its designated contractor (to be determined).  Submittal to the CPUC should be to the Director of the Telecommunications Division in hard copy format and in a disk or CD.  Submittal to the contractor should be in hard copy and electronic copy.

The previous ALJ ruling issued on January 18, 2000, ordering the submission of statewide code utilization data was applied only to those carriers in possession of whole NXX prefix codes (i.e., a full 10,000-number block).  By this ruling, the directive to submit utilization data is extended to also include those carriers in possession of only a portion of a whole NXX prefix code. 

The requirement for data from carriers as directed in this ruling is consistent with the Federal Communications Commission Report and Order And Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (00-104),released March 31, 2000.  Paragraph 76 of the FCC Order states:
"....we do recognize that from time to time a state may need to audit a specific carrier and will need access to more granular data.  Therefore, our prohibition on state-ordered reporting does not apply in instances where states need to gather data for a specific purpose, as long as these data reporting requirements do not become regularly scheduled state-level reporting requirement."

In this instance, the data is needed for a specific one-time purpose, namely to meet the compliance requirements of Assembly Bill 406.

This ruling also schedules a question-and-answer session for May 9, 2000, to go over with carriers the instructions and format by which data shall be reported for code utilization for those NPAs that are due on June 1, 2000.

Finally, this ruling adds the 858 NPA to the schedule for code utilization studies to be due on February 1, 2001.

IT IS RULED that:

1.   The sample spreadsheet for use by carriers in submitting data for code utilization that is due on June 1, 2000 pursuant to the Administrative Law Judge’s (ALJ) ruling issued on January 18, 2000, is hereby provided as Attachment A to this ruling.

2.   A question-and-answer session to go over the format by which carriers shall report code utilization data using the attached spreadsheet format shall be held on May 9, 2000, from 2:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m., at the Commission's Training Room, located at 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco, California.

3.   Each telecommunications carrier operating in one or more of the eight Numbering Plan Areas (NPAs) for which utilization data are due on June 1, 2000, shall submit a letter to the Commission stating a contact person, company, phone number, address, e-mail address, and fax number by May 1, 2000.  The letter shall be sent either via regular mail to Sue Wong of the Commission’s Telecommunications Division or via e-mail to skw@cpuc.ca.gov.

4.   Carriers shall receive pre-populated, electronic spreadsheets from the Commission's designated contractor (to be determined) on or before May 5 for the first batch of utilization data due on June 1, 2000.  The format of the electronic spreadsheets is included in the attachment to this ruling.  Definitions of reporting categories will be included with the pre-populated spreadsheets.  Generally, the definitions will be in conformance with Federal Communications Commission definitions.

5.   The directive in the ALJ ruling issued on January 18, 2000, ordering the submission of code utilization data by those carriers in possession of whole NXX prefix codes (i.e., a full 10,000-number block)  is extended to also include those carriers in possession of only a portion of a whole NXX prefix code.

6.   The 858 NPA shall be added to the list of NPAs for which code utilization studies are due on February 1, 2001.
