ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING
ON MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER

Glinda Services, Inc. filed a motion for a protective order in this proceeding.  The matter was discussed in an unreported telephone conference on October 18, 2002.  Participating in the conference were attorneys for Glinda Services, Inc.; Union Pacific Railroad Company; LDS Church; California Polytechnic State University, San Luis Obispo; Mustang Village; and the Commission Staff.

It was the joint agreement of all of the participants that a protective order should issue.

Good cause appearing, IT IS RULED that:

1. The motion for protective order is granted to the extent set forth below.

2. Any references to the services provided by Glinda Services, Inc. in documents filed with the Commission and/or distributed to a party shall be in a sealed enveloped clearly identified as containing confidential information.  This includes motions, briefs, exhibits, or any other filings.

3. If a document contains both confidential and nonconfidential information it should be separated to the extent possible, so that nonconfidential information is open to the public.

4. The Commission and the parties will maintain the confidentiality of these documents.

5. A party will restrict access to the documents to those persons who have a direct need to know of their contents for the preparation and presentation of that party’s position and evidence.

6. Should parties desire to present oral testimony involving the services provided by Glinda Services, Inc. advance notice must be given so that the hearing room may be cleared of all persons not falling within the scope of paragraph 5, above.  This same procedure shall apply to comments or arguments of counsel or representatives of a party.

7. This Ruling is subject to revision by the Commission, Administrative Law Judge assigned to the matter, or a Law and Motion ruling.
