ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING 

DENYING MOTION TO INTERVENE AND REJECTING

APPEAL OF PRESIDING OFFICER’S DECISION

Evidentiary hearings were held in this proceeding and the matter submitted for decision on September 10, 2002.  The Presiding Officer’s Decision was filed with the Commission and served on all parties on September 27, 2002.  On October 28, 2002, the final date for filing an appeal of the Presiding Officer’s Decision, Janice Deaton tendered her Motion of Janice Deaton to Intervene, and separately, her Appeal of the Presiding Officer’s Decision.

Deaton’s motion, coming as it does at the last possible time before the proceeding is closed, places the Commission at risk of exceeding the Public Utilities Code Section 1701.2(d) requirement that it resolve adjudication cases within 12 months of initiation.  The proposed settlement to which she objects was filed on July 3, 2002, nearly four months ago, yet Deaton has not explained why she could not have sought participation earlier in the proceeding.  Deaton’s motion would cause undue delay and will be denied.

Under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, Rule 8.2(c), the complainant, defendant, respondent, or any intervenor in an adjudicatory proceeding may file and serve an appeal of the Presiding Officer’s Decision.  With the denial of Deaton’s motion, Deaton has no standing to file a Rule 8.2(c) appeal.  The appeal Deaton has tendered for filing will be rejected.

IT IS RULED that that the Motion of Janice Deaton to Intervene is denied, and Janice Deaton’s Appeal of the Presiding Officer’s Decision in this proceeding is rejected.
