ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING
ON MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER

Applicant moves for an extension of a protective order granted earlier in this proceeding.  Applicant asks for a three-year extension.  There has been no opposition to this request, nor was there opposition to the original protective order granted in 1996 or to the extension granted in 1997.  The data sought to be protected includes terms and conditions, including certain pricing information, related to the termination of a power purchase contract.  Applicant states that the data is confidential and not publicly available, and that release of this information would place applicant in an unfair competitive disadvantage.

Applicant’s motion states grounds for a protective order under Pub. Util. Code § 583 and General Order 66-C and authority there cited.  The motion is unopposed.  A public hearing on the motion is unnecessary.

Good cause appearing, IT IS RULED that:

The motion of applicant for a protective order is granted to the extent set forth below.

2. 
The unredacted version of Chapters IV and VI, Exhibit No. SCE-3, Exhibit No. SCE-5, and Chapter II of Exhibit No. SCE-4 of the application, which exhibits have been submitted under seal and attached to the application, shall remain under seal for a period of three years from the date of this ruling, and during that period shall not be made accessible or disclosed to anyone other than Commission staff except (1) on the further order or ruling of the Commission, the Assigned Commissioner, the assigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), or the ALJ then designated as Law and Motion Judge, or (2) upon execution of an appropriate nondisclosure agreement by the party to whom disclosure is made.

If applicant believes that further protection of this information is needed after three years, applicant may file a motion stating the justification for further withholding the information from public inspection, or for such other relief as the Commission rules may then provide.  This motion shall be filed no later than 30 days before the expiration of this protective order.
