NOTICE OF OPPORTUNITY TO BE HEARD REGARDING

POSSIBLE RESCISSION, ALTERATION OR AMENDMENT OF

PRIOR DECISION OF THE COMMISSION

Please take notice that the instant case is calendared for an evidentiary hearing beginning May 30, 2000 in the Commission Courtroom at 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco, California.  Based on the provisions of three proposed settlements tendered for Commission consideration, and in the context of the promising options for the restructuring of the natural gas industry in the southern part of the state, it is possible that provisions of the following decisions could be rescinded, altered or amended by the final Commission decision herein:

1. D.90-09-089 (37 CPUC2d 583);

2. D.91-02-040 (39 CPUC2d 360);

3. D.91-11-025 (41 CPUC2d 668);

4. D.91-12-075 (42 CPUC2d 566);

The last decision listed is the very recently issued 1999 BCAP for Southern California Gas Company and San Diego Gas & Electric Company.

Pursuant to Pub. Util. Code § 1708, an opportunity  for an evidentiary hearing must be tendered when rescinding, altering or amending a prior decision.  That section states:

The commission may at any time, upon notice to the parties, and with opportunity to be heard as provided in the case of complaints, rescind, alter, or amend any order or decision made by it.  Any order rescinding, altering, or amending a prior order or decision shall, when served upon the parties, have the same effect as an original order or decision.

Parties to any of the cases underlying the decisions listed above may be heard at the evidentiary hearing beginning May 30, 2000, after filing and serving a written motion to intervene.  This Notice is being sent to the service lists for Application (A.) 98-10-012 and A.98-10-031; those receiving the notice are requested to inform the Administrative Law Judge if they believe any unserved person or entity should receive notice.
