ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

ON IMPLEMENTATION OF ASSEMBLY BILL 918

On September 30, 2000, Governor Davis approved Assembly Bill (AB) 918 (Chapter 1043, Statutes of 2000) to amend Section 2827 of the Public Utilities Code  § 2827 relates to net energy metering and AB 918 specifies certain changes to the existing program.  The purpose of this ruling is to set forth the process to implement the statute.

Respondent utilities are directed to submit to the Energy Division, via advice letter, pro forma tariffs to implement AB 918 on November 7, 2000.  Respondent utilities are encouraged to meet and confer amongst themselves and other parties to develop consistent implementing language prior to filing.  The standard protest period pursuant to General Order 96-A will be in effect for the advice letters.  The implementing tariffs will be made effective on January 1, 2001 subject to Energy Division finding them in compliance with AB 918.  Energy Division may call meetings or workshops to facilitate their review of the advice letters and proposed tariffs.

Therefore, IT IS RULED that:

1. Respondent utilities shall submit to the Energy Division, via advice letter, pro forma tariffs to implement AB 918 on November 7, 2000.

2. The implementing tariffs shall be effective on January 1, 2001 subject to Energy Division finding them in compliance with AB 918.
