ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

REVISING BRIEFING SCHEDULE AND

ADMITTING CORRECTED EXHIBITS

1.  Briefing Schedule Adjustments to Incorporate
     Performance Measures Issues

This ruling addresses the manner in which issues concerning “performance measures” applicable to the hot cut process will be incorporated into the briefing schedule for this proceeding.  Based upon the results of the Hot Cut Performance Measures Workshop that was held on March 22, 2004, it appears that disputed issues remain as to the nature and extent of performance measures to be applied.  Accordingly, further procedural measures are required to address performance measures, as directed below.  

It is hereby ruled that issues relating to hot cut performance measures shall be incorporated into the overall brief on nine-month Triennial Review Order (TRO) issues.  Parties should include in their brief pertinent issues relating to performance metrics, performance incentives, and proposed timetables for implementation.  In recognition of the additional time and resource commitments involved in incorporating Performance Measure issues into the overall briefing, an extension shall be granted from Friday, April 9 to Monday, April 12, 2004, for the filing and service of opening briefs.  Opening briefs shall be served on parties electronically by noon on April 12, 2004.  Formal filing and mailing of paper copies of the opening brief shall be due by 5:00 p.m. on April 12, 2004.  The schedule for reply briefs shall remain unchanged.

2.  Admission of Substitution Exhibits

On March 26, 2004, SBC mailed to parties a corrected version of the Opening and Reply Testimony of Dennis Deluca (previously identified and admitted as Exhibits 113 and 114, respectively).  SBC explains that the testimony was corrected to reflect accurate existing Integrated Digital Loop Carrier (IDLC) volumes, with the corrections highlighted in yellow.  The corrected versions of Exhibits 113 and 114 are hereby substituted for the earlier versions and admitted into the record accordingly. 

IT IS RULED that:

1. 
Hot cut performance measure issues, including issues relating to proposed incentives and implementation timetables, shall be incorporated into the overall brief in the nine-month Triennial Review Order (TRO) proceeding.

2.   An extension shall be granted from Friday, April 9 to Monday, April 12, 2004, for the filing and service of opening briefs to accommodate the incorporation of hot cut performance measure issues therein.   

3.   Opening briefs shall be served on parties electronically by noon on April 12, 2004.  Formal filing and mailing of paper copies of the opening brief shall be due by 5:00 p.m. on April 12, 2004.

4.   The schedule for reply briefs shall remain unchanged.

5.   The corrected versions of Exhibits 113 and 114 (Opening and Reply Testimony of Dennis Deluca), as provided by SBC on March 26, 2004, are hereby substituted for the earlier versions and admitted into the record accordingly.
