ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING 
MODIFYING SCOPING MEMO, SHORTENING TIME FOR 
RESPONSE TO MOTIONS, AND MODIFYING HEARING SCHEDULE

This ruling (1) grants Duke Energy North America’s and Duke Energy Marketing America’s (Duke) June 7, 2004 motion to modify the Assigned Commissioner’s and Administrative Law Judge’s May 27, 2004 Ruling and Scoping Memo to reflect the findings of Decision (D.) 04-05-061, (2) shortens the time for responses to Northern California Generation Coalition’s (NCGC) June 16, 2004 motion to strike Pacific Gas and Electric Company’s (PG&E’s) supplemental testimony proposing a slack capacity adjustment and PG&E’s June 17, 2004 motion for reconsideration of Scoping Memo and (3) modifies the hearing schedule to accommodate consideration of NCGC’s and PG&E’s motions.  

On May 27, 2004, the Commission issued D.04-05-061 resolving the applications for rehearing of D.03-12-061 filed by Duke and NCGC.  In D.04‑05‑061, the Commission modified D.03-12-061’s discussion and findings on the backbone level rate and directed that consideration of specific eligibility requirements for the backbone level rate should be deferred to this proceeding, including two issues regarding the “new load” standard.  This ruling modifies the Scoping Memo to reflect the findings of D.04-05-061.  

On June 16, 2004, NCGC filed a motion to strike portions of PG&E’s June 11, 2004 supplemental testimony and a companion motion to shorten time to June 21, 2004 for responses to its motion to strike.  On June 17, 2004, PG&E filed a motion for reconsideration of the Scoping Memo and a companion motion to shorten time to June 23, 2004 for responses to its motion.   This ruling shortens time for responses to the motions and also modifies the hearing schedule to accommodate consideration of these motions.   

IT IS RULED that:

1.  The May 27, 2004 Scoping Memo is modified to reflect the findings of Decision 04-05-061.

2.  The time for responses to Northern California Generation Coalition’s (NCGC’s) June 16, 2004 motion is shortened to June 23, 2004.  

3.   The time for responses to Pacific Gas and Electric Company’s (PG&E’s) June 17, 2004 motion is shortened to June 24, 2004.
