ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

This ruling addresses a discrepancy in the hourly rate awarded to Michael Florio (Florio), an attorney for The Utility Reform Network (TURN).  In Decision (D.) 00-11-002, the Commission set an hourly rate of $315 for Florio for work performed in 1999-2000.  In D.00-10-020, the Commission set Florio’s hourly rate at $310 per hour.  I propose to correct this discrepancy by proposing to the Commission that it modify D.00-11-002 (mimeo.,  at p. 7) as follows:

“….TURN seeks an hourly rate of $300 for 1998-1999 and $315 for 1999-2000 for Florio, its senior attorney.  We recently addressed TURN's request to increase Florio's hourly rate in D.00-10-020.  We follow D.00-10-020 and award Florio $310 per hour for work performed 1999-2000.  Except as otherwise noted, Tthe hours and rates claimed by TURN are reasonable.  TURN also appropriately breaks down time spent on various issues and activities.”

Interested parties may file comments on the proposed change.

Therefore, IT IS RULED that interested parties may file comments on the proposed modification to Decision 00-11-002 on or before January 5, 2001.  Reply comments are due on or before January 12, 2001.
