ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

The information may be protected under General Order 66-C.

Public disclosure of this confidential information will likely be detrimental to the privacy of the persons submitting the financial information.  Automatic public disclosure of such information may inhibit ratepayers and members of the public to become involved in future Commission proceedings and thereby be detrimental to the public interest.  

4. 
The confidential information will remain under seal until further order of the Commission.  The information will not be made accessible or disclosed to anyone other than (a) Commission staff; (b) parties to this proceeding who have executed a reasonable nondisclosure agreement with Dorothy Edwards and Jess Mason; or (c) upon the further order or ruling of the Commission, the Assigned Commissioner, the assigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), or the ALJ then-designated as Law and Motion Judge.
