ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

Assigned Commissioner’s Ruling and Scoping Memo consolidating R.04-04-003 
and R.04‑04-025 for the limited purpose of joint evidentiary hearings
on policy and pricing of Qualifying Facilities, I will require 
responses to the Motion no later than 1:00 p.m., 
Thursday, March 10, 2005, to enable the Commission to rule upon the Motion as soon thereafter as is reasonably feasible.

IT IS RULED that:

1. The deadline for responses to the March 4, 2005 Motion of the California Cogeneration Council as identified above shall be shortened to no later than 1:00 p.m., Thursday, March 10, 2005.

2. Responses filed on the Motion shall be concurrently served by e-mail on assigned Administrative Law Judge Halligan and on the Moving Party.
