ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING APPROVING

STIPULATION TO EXTEND TIME TO ANSWER COMPLAINT

This ruling approves the March 23, 2005 Stipulation to Extend Time for Defendant to Answer Complaint and to Maintain Status Quo Pending Resolution of Complaint Proceeding (Stipulation).

A. LoBue Farms (LoBue) filed this complaint disputing $88,518.61 in charges assessed by Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E).  LoBue also filed an emergency motion to prohibit PG&E from terminating its service.  PG&E’s answer is due on April 18, 2005.  The parties are discussing settlement.  The Stipulation entered into by LoBue and PG&E extends the time for PG&E to answer to May 2, 2005, ensures that PG&E will not terminate LoBue’s service pending resolution of this complaint, and withdraws the emergency motion.  The Stipulation establishes the procedure for requesting a further extension of time to answer, including the filing of a status report.

I will approve the Stipulation to permit the parties to pursue settlement negotiations.  The parties also shall consider whether alternative dispute resolution, including mediation, will assist the parties in resolving this dispute.  If the parties desire the participation of a mediator, the parties shall contact me at (415) 703-1223 to begin the process of selecting a mediator.

IT IS RULED that Stipulation to Extend Time for Defendant to Answer Complaint and to Maintain Status Quo Pending Resolution of Complaint is approved as set forth herein.
