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ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

GRANTING BART’S MOTION TO SHORTEN TIME

On May 4, 2005, the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District (BART) moved for issuance of an expedited interim decision regarding whether or not BART is exempt from paying certain charges.  On May 4, 2005, BART also moved for a ruling shortening time to respond to its motion for an expedited interim decision, with responses to be filed within seven days of May 4, 2005.

Responses to written motions are due within 15 days, unless a different date is set.  (Rule 45(f) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.)  The August 27, 2004 Scoping Memo sets a shortened time in this proceeding for responses to motions regarding scope, issues or schedule.  (Ordering Paragraph 6.)  Such responses are due within two days, unless a different date is set.  BART moves here for a response period of seven days.  

IT IS RULED that the motion of the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District (BART) to set seven days for responses to BART’s motion regarding an interim decision is granted.  As a result, responses to BART’s May 4, 2005 motion regarding an expedited interim decision on whether or not BART is exempt from paying certain charges are due by May 11, 2005.
