ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

ADDING ALLEGIANCE TELECOM OF CALIFORNIA, INC. TO THE 271/ARBITRATION SERVICE LIST AS AN APPEARANCE

On May 1, 1998, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued an ALJ ruling closing the 271/Arbitration service list to any additional appearances who have not stated good cause.

On January 17, 2001, Allegiance Telecom of California, Inc. (Allegiance) petitioned to be added to the service list and intervene as an appearance in the above-titled proceeding.  Allegiance, a telecommunications company authorized to provide facilities-based and resale local exchange services throughout California, only recently began to offer local exchange services in competition with SBC/Pacific Bell. Box 2610; Dublin, California 94568.

2.   Allegiance becomes a participant on a going forward basis.

3.   The Commission’s web site posting of the 271/Arbitration Service List shall be amended accordingly.

4.   Parties are advised to update the service list in this proceeding to reflect this change.
