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ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING 
REGARDING CURRENT ICA
Parties agree that the rates, terms and conditions in the existing Interconnection Agreement (ICA) should be given considerable weight in this arbitration.  For example, SBC California (SBC-CA) says that the burden of proof rests with the party proposing a change.  MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC (MCIm) states that the existing ICA is prima facie evidence of just and reasonable outcomes.  Thus, parties agree that the language in the existing ICA should continue absent a compelling reason to justify departure, such as a change of law or material fact.
  (SBC-CA Opening Brief, page 7; MCIm Opening Brief, page 9.)  Given the role of the existing ICA, it will assist the Commission if parties provide the following.  
IT IS RULED that within three days of the date of this ruling:

1. 
SBC California (SBC-CA) shall serve one copy of the existing ICA on me, and two copies on Telecommunications Division.

2. 
Each party shall complete the attached table by placing an “X” in Column A if its proposed dueling clause language is the same language as in the existing ICA, or an “X” in column B if its proposed dueling clause language is a modification or departure from language in the current ICA.  Each party may also provide other information with Table 1 as necessary to make it complete (e.g., may provide footnotes or attachments as necessary with additional explanation regarding its answers).  SBC-CA shall combine the responses, and shall file and serve the completed Table 1.
