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ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

SHORTENING TIME

On January 26, 2001, the Northern California Generation Coalition (NCGC) filed an “emergency petition” to modify Decision (D.) 97-08-055, the decision approving the “Gas Accord” for Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E), and Resolution G-3288, the resolution which implemented the Gas Accord.  

NCGC requests that the decision and resolution be modified so that electric generators be given a higher priority than other noncore customers in the event a gas curtailment is necessary, or if diversion of noncore gas is needed.  NCGC requests that electric generators be given this priority for the duration of the current electricity crisis.  

NCGC requests that the Commission take immediate action pursuant to Rule 81(f), or in the alternative, that the Commission shorten the time for the filing of responses to the petition for modification to five days.  

Due to the situation that faces PG&E with respect to its natural gas supply,
 and the impact that this could have on noncore customers and electricity generation, NCGC’s request to shorten time to respond to the petition for modification should be granted.  Parties shall have until 5:00 p.m., on February 20, 2001, to file a response to NCGC’s petition.  

Therefore, IT IS RULED that:

The request of the Northern California Generation Coalition to shorten the time to file a response to its petition for modification is granted as described below.

2.   Parties to these proceedings may file with the Commission’s Docket Office a response to the petition for modification no later than 5:00 p.m., on February 20, 2001.
