ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

ON INTERVENTIONS AND LATE RECEIPT OF COMMENTS

On March 26, 2001, motions to intervene were filed by the Agricultural Energy Consumers Association and E. & J. Gallo Winery. 

On March 26, 2001, a petition to intervene was filed by Air Liquide America Corporation, Air Products and Chemicals, Inc., BOC Gas, Inc., and Praxair, Inc. (collectively California Industrial Gas Companies, or CIGC).  CIGC members state that they are already active participants through the appearance of the California Industrial Users (CIU) group.  According to CIGC, however, discrete issues have arisen which warrant separate comments by CIGC.  CIGC asks that several persons be included for the purpose of receiving pleadings and other communication.  

On April 2, 2001, the Silicon Valley Manufacturing Group requested permission to offer late-filed comments on the alternate proposed decision of Commissioners Bilas and Duque.  

No responses were filed to the motions, petition or request.  

Discussion

CIGC members are already represented through CIU.  Nonetheless, it appears that CIGC members want to offer comments to which others in CIU may not subscribe.  The Commission’s interest is in having a full and complete record.  The petition should be granted so that CIGC members have the opportunity to present additional comments for the Commission’s consideration.  

The number of persons per party is often limited to reduce the burden of serving pleadings on all parties.  That limitation was not applied at the November 17, 2000 prehearing conference, however, with agreement of parties.  Moreover, the burden of service is mitigated here by the requirement that respondents and parties serve documents by electronic mail.  (December 7, 2000 Ruling, Ordering Paragraph 3.)  In addition, motions for the appearance of more than one person per party have been granted.  (February 9, 2001 Ruling.)  As a result, CIGC’s request for several persons to be permitted to receive pleadings from other parties should be granted here.  

IT IS RULED that the motions and petition to intervene are granted, to the extent that the additional appearances and interventions neither expand the scope of the proceeding, nor delay the schedule.
