ASSIGNED COMMISSIONER’S RULING

In Investigation (I.) 01-04-022, Application (A.) 00-10-045, and A.00-11-038, the Commission ordered respondents Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) and its parent holding company, San Diego Gas & Electric Company (SDG&E) and its parent company, and Southern California Edison Company (Edison) and its parent company (hereafter Respondents) to produce certain documents on various dates in early to mid April 2001. 

PG&E has moved for an extension of time to April 30, 2001 to produce the documents.  SDG&E has sought clarification of the appropriate due date.  

The due dates in A.00-10-045 and A.00-11-038 were ten days from the issuance of Assigned Commissioner’s Rulings (ACRs) in those proceedings.  The ACRs were issued on March 29, 2001 and set the due date for documents at ten days thereafter, on April 8, 2001.  Because that date is a Sunday, the due dates would be April 9, 2001.  In accordance with a Ruling dated April 4, 2001, documents in both A.00‑10-045 and A.00-11-038 are to be filed and served in I.01‑04-002, but on the date specified in the ACRs (April 9, 2001).

On the other hand, I.01-04-002 set a due date of ten days from issuance of the Investigation.  The Order Instituting Investigation was mailed on April 4, 2001, so the due date for documents is April 14, 2001.  Since that due date falls on a weekend, the actual due date is April 16, 2001.

To obviate confusion and inconsistent document production dates, we will extend the document production dates in A.00-10-045 and A.00-11-038 to April 16, 2001, with conditions.  Respondents shall file a statement no later than April 9, 2001 stating that they will not assert objections to the document requests, but rather will respond in full, and produce all responsive documents on April 16.  If Respondents do not file such a statement, they shall be bound by the April 9, 2001 due date for producing documents in A.00-10-045 and A.00-11-038.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that all documents called for in Application (A.) 00-10-045, A.00-11-038 and Investigation 01-04-002 shall be filed and served no later than 5 p.m. Pacific time on April 16, 2001, provided Respondents file and serve, no later than April 9, 2001, a statement stating that they will not assert objections to the document requests, but rather will respond in full, and produce all responsive documents on April 16.  If Respondents do not file such a statement, they shall be bound by the April 9, 2001 due date for producing 

documents in A.00-10-045 and A.00-11-038.  Pacific Gas & Electric Company’s Motion for an extension to April 30, 2001 is denied.

I will grant no further extensions.
