ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

ON MOTION FOR LEAVE TO FILE UNDER SEAL

Verizon California, Inc. (Applicant) moves for leave to file under seal its Exhibits KCC-1 through KCC-6, DBT-4, and Exhibit D, pursuant to General Order 66-C.  These exhibits contain detailed cost support and market data for services represented by Applicant to be competitive and which Applicant seeks to reclassify from Category II to Category III Services in this Application.

Applicant seeks confidential treatment of its cost support and market data because the current application relates to services Applicant believes to be highly competitive and, if revealed, would place applicant at an unfair business disadvantage.  Applicant explained that confidential treatment was accorded by this Commission to similar support material filed by Pacific Bell in connection with Application (A.) 98-02-017 and A.98-04-048, Pacific Bell’s applications to recategorize its business and residential inside wire repair service offerings.

Applicant does not believe that granting of its request to place cost studies and market data under seal in this proceeding would prejudice any party because all parties who wish to obtain the confidential information may do so be signing a non-disclosure agreement.  Applicant’s motion is unopposed.

Applicant has stated grounds, under General Order 66-C and authority there cited, for the requested relief.  A public hearing on the motion is not needed.

Good cause appearing, IT IS RULED that:

1. The motion of Verizon California, Inc. (Applicant) for leave to file under seal its cost studies and market data in Exhibits KCC-1 through KCC-6, DBT-4, and Exhibit D is granted.

2. The cost studies and market data, submitted as a sealed attachment to the motion, shall remain under seal for a period of one year from the data of this ruling, and during that period shall not be made accessible or disclosed to anyone other than Commission staff except on the execution of a mutually acceptable nondisclosure agreement.

3. If Applicant believes that further protection of this information is needed after one year, it may file a motion stating the justification for further withholding of its cost studies and market data from public inspection, or for such other relief as the Commission rules may then provide.  This motion shall be filed no later than 30 days before the expiration of this protective order.
