ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

SHORTENING PROTEST PERIOD

On April 16, 2001, San Diego Gas & Electric Company (SDG&E) filed an Application under Public Utilities Code Section 851, to lease space at its Mission and El Cajon substations to CalPeak Power LLC (CalPeak) for installation and operation of electric generation units.  In its Application, SDG&E requests that the Commission grant SDG&E an exemption from the requirements of Section 851, as permitted under Public Utilities Code Section 853(b).  SDG&E further requests an expedited procedural schedule for the Commission’s consideration of the Section 853(b) exemption.  This Ruling shortens the period for protests to SDG&E’s Application.

As SDG&E notes in its Application, California is experiencing an electricity crisis.  The Governor has declared a State of Emergency, and in Executive Order D-26-01, ordered state and local agencies to take steps to expedite the availability of new electric generation sources.  SDG&E’s Application, if granted, would make available additional electric generation capacity.  Given the current State of Emergency, the Governor’s Executive Order, and the relatively limited scope of authority requested by SDG&E, it is appropriate to expedite this proceeding.  

Unfortunately, SDG&E has apparently served its Application only on a few parties, none of whom are likely to protest.  In shortening the protest period, we must allow for a reasonable opportunity for interested parties to both receive notice and to prepare and file a protest.  Accordingly, SDG&E must serve its Application on the service lists in Application 98-01-014 and Investigation 00‑11‑002 on April 24, 2001.  Service should be by e-mail or fax if available, or otherwise by overnight delivery.  The protest period is shortened to seven days, and will begin to run on the date SDG&E provides this notice of its Application. 

IT IS RULED that:

1. 
The Commission will consider San Diego Gas & Electric Company’s (SDG&E) request for a Public Utilities Code Section 853(b) exemption from Public Utilities Code Section 851.

2.   SDG&E must provide additional notice of its Application by serving it on additional parties as described above.

3.   All protests to SDG&E’s Application must be filed within seven days of the date SDG&E serves its Application as described above.

4.   SDG&E must file a supplemental Certificate of Service showing that service has been made.
