ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On December 21, 1999, a complaint was filed by INFONXX, Inc. (complainant) against Pacific Bell (Pacific) (defendant).  An answer to the complaint was filed by Pacific on May 24, 2000. 

By this ruling, a prehearing conference (PHC) is scheduled to identify the parties, identify relevant contested issues, and determine the extent of further proceedings to resolve the complaint. 

The complainant and defendant are directed to file PHC statements by June 22, 2000, identifying whether they believe an evidentiary hearing is necessary to resolve this complaint, or if not, what further briefing of the disputed issues they believe is warranted.  Parties should identify in their PHC Statements what disputed facts or legal issues, if any, they believe require further proceedings, either through evidentiary hearings, submission of written briefs, or motions for summary judgment.  Parties should also address any other procedural issues or concerns they have (e.g., discovery, protective orders, etc.).
