ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

REQUESTING FURTHER INFORMATION

Single Billing Services, Inc., doing business as Asian American Association (SBS) and EAAA, Inc. (EAAA) jointly seek approval for transfer of control of SBS from its current shareholder to EAAA through the sale of SBS stock.  By this ruling, applicants are directed to respond within 30 days to the following questions:

1.   SBS apparently has two corporate identification numbers, one of them (U-6029-C) granted in Decision (D.) 98-07-107 to “Single Billing Services, Inc., a Delaware corporation,” and the other (U-6251-C) granted in D.99-09-007 to “Single Billing Services, Inc., dba Asian American Association, a Delaware Corporation.”  The authority granted in each of these decisions is the same.  Does SBS have any objection in this application to retaining the U-6251-C identification and canceling the U-6029-C identification?

2.   The application does not identify the “current shareholder” of SBS except through Exhibit D.  There, the current shareholder is identified as New Global Telecom, Inc. (New Global).  New Global was authorized to take control of SBS in D.00-11-046.  Is there any reason why New Global should not be identified in this application as the entity that proposes to transfer control? 

3.   What services does SBS provide and how many customers does it serve in California?

4.   Consideration for the transfer of control contemplated in the application appears to be payment by EAAA of $1, assumption by EAAA of obligations to Worldcom, Inc., and dismissal by EAAA of certain lawsuits brought against New Global.  Is this correct?

5.   Please describe the nature of the business conducted by EAAA.

6.   Exhibit C of the application shows assets of $43,688 for EAAA and a net year-to-date loss of $12,009.  What assurance can applicants give that EAAA has the financial and technical resources necessary to operate SBS?   

IT IS RULED that applicants, within 30 days of the date of this ruling, shall respond to the questions set forth above.  The response may be in the form of a letter from counsel addressed to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.
