CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

On July 26, 2001, the California ISP Association, Inc. (CISPA) filed a complaint against Pacific Bell Telephone Company (Pacific Bell) and SBC Advanced Solutions, Inc. (SBC-AVI).  CISPA also filed a motion “for issuance of a temporary restraining order to enjoin” SBC-AVI “from discontinuing DSL transport services, and for an order to show cause why a preliminary injunction should not issue.”  

CISPA’s motion seeks a temporary restraining order to enjoin SBC-AVI from unlawfully discontinuing digital subscriber line (DSL) services to internet service providers (ISPs).  CISPA alleges that “SBC-ASI has threatened ISPs that it will discontinue DSL services to ISPs and their customers in stages, beginning on August 1, 2001, unless ISPs accede to the major changes in DSL service that SBC‑ASI unilaterally seeks to impose on its California customers, without either the consent of the customers or approval” of this Commission.  (Original Emphasis.)

Given the allegation that ISPs and their customers could be harmed beginning on August 1, 2001, Pacific Bell and SBC-AVI shall file a response to the motion for the issuance of a temporary restraining order with the Commission’s Docket Office no later than 5:00 p.m., July 27, 2001.  An electronic copy of the response shall be transmitted electronically to the complainant, and to the following persons at the Commission: Tom Long (TJL@cpuc.ca.gov); Trina Horner (TAH@cpuc.ca.gov); Lester Wong (LLJ@cpuc.ca.gov); Fassil Fenikile (FTF@cpuc.ca.gov); Robert Wullenjohn (RW1@cpuc.ca.gov); Jonathan Lakritz (JOL@cpuc.ca.gov); John Leutza (JML@cpuc.ca.gov); and Dorothy Duda (DOT@cpuc.ca.gov).  Printed copies of the response shall also be served.

IT IS RULED that Pacific Bell Telephone Company and SBC Advanced Solutions, Inc. shall file a response to the California ISP Association, Inc.’s motion for a temporary restraining order no later than 5:00 p.m. on July 27, 2001.

The responses shall be electronically transmitted to the complainant and to the individuals listed above.  In addition, printed copies of the response shall be served on these persons as well.
