Southern California Edison Company (SCE) and the Energy Producers and Users Coalition (EPUC) have, respectively, filed motions for leave to file certain information under seal.
  The motions accompanied these parties’ responses to Administrative Law Judge Burton W. Mattson’s Rulings of June 13 and June 15, 2001, in this proceeding.

If this is true, protection of any such previously disclosed matter would be inappropriate.

IT IS THEREFORE RULED that the moving parties shall, by not later than 30 days from the date of issuance thereof, file declarations made under penalty of perjury which identify the specific portions of the tendered information that has not, as of the date of the declaration, been published by the entities referred to above; and of the remaining unpublished information, what portions the parties continue to seek to protect pursuant to their motions.  Any information not expressly designated a protectible pursuant to this ruling shall not be allowed to be filed under seal or otherwise protected from release to the public.
